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Craft and Measuring 
are best friends.



Size 
A measurement of how large or how small something is, 
often measured in centimeters or inches.  Being able to 
identify the size of something accurately helps artists and 
designers communicate more clearly. 
In addition to measurements of length (height, width, depth) other 
measurements of size might include weight (pounds or ounces) duration 
(seconds, minutes) or volume (gallons or cubic meters).  Even our digital files 
are measured for size (bytes).







Proportion 
Proportion describes relationships of one part to the 
whole, and of one part to another within an artwork. 

Proportion might be thought of as an accurate understanding of size 
relationships within an artwork.  For example in drawing, the 
appropriate balance between the size of body and the size of the 
head is a proportional relationship.







Scale 
Scale is the relative size of something when compared to 
something else.

Height in real life
Divided by
Height on paper
